MINUTES OF THE ANNUAL MEETING
July 6, 2007

On the éth of July 2007, Dr. Thomas M. Isbell, President, called the meeting of the
Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners to order. The following members were
present:

Executive Director Donna Cobb and Attorney William Trice were also present.

Dr. Isbell requested a motion for approval of the Minutes from May 11, 2007.
With no changes, a motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes.
The motion passed.

Per Board Order, Dr. Ann Slaughter Smith appeared before the Board to give an
update on her progress. She reported that she is in compliance and regularly
attending meetings. The Board wished her well.

Dr. Gary Dalton appeared before the Board for an Arkansas dental license by
credentials. With all paperwork submitted, a motion was made and seconded
to grant Dr. Dalton an Arkansas dental license by credentials. The motion
passed.
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Courtney Cloyd, Deborah Cosper, and Heather Tuttle each appeared before
the Board for an Arkansas dental hygiene license by credentials. With all
paperwork submitted, motions were made and seconded to issue a dental
hygiene license to each of the hygienists. The motions passed.

Due to the fact that Ms. Langston is required to be in Union County drug court
each Friday, she was unable to attend. The Board office was instructed to send
a letter to excuse her until drug court ends.

Per Board Order, Cami Smith appeared before the Board to give an update on
her progress. According to Dr. Lawson of the Medical Foundation, Ms. Smith
remains in compliance with her contract. The Board wished her well.

The Board reviewed letters from Dr. Jose Turcios, who couldn’t attend the Board
meeting because of a death in his family, and his sponsor Dr. Bevans concerning
Dr. Turcious' progress since receiving a provisional dental license. The Board
members also reviewed Dr. Turcious’ cases.

The Board discussed a letter from Dr. Shepard S. Goldstein, president of the
American Association of Endodontists, concerning a letter that the Board office
received in October 2006 from Dr. Gerald Avillion. In his letter, Dr. Avillion asked
for approval from the Board to extract nonrestorable teeth. The Board discussed
the letter on November 17, 2006, and instructed Ms. Cobb to respond that
“according to the ADA’s definition of endodontics, the Board feels that
extractions by endodontists are not within their scope of practice.” In his letter,
Dr. Goldstein wanted to know “how the decision was made, including the
dental qualifications of those consulted on this matter, and the literature or
resources that were referenced during the discussion.” The Board stated that its
decision was based on their interpretation of the American Dental Association’s
definition of the endodontic specialty. Motions were made and seconded to
enter the ADA specialty definitions in the Dental Practice Act and to send a
letter to Dr. Goldstein signed by Dr. Isbell; the motions passed.

Next the Board elected officers and specialty examination supervisors for 2007-
2008. The following nominations were made:

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Pediatric dentistry — E. Wayne Looney, DDS

Periodontics — John W. Ross, DDS

Prosthodontics — David Walker, DDS
Motions were made and seconded to approve the above nominations; the
motions passed.

The Board also reviewed the fee schedule for 2007-2008. A motion was made
and seconded to approve the fees; the motion passed.

A Hearing was held for Dr. Paul Walker, who appeared with his attorney, Debbie
Nye, for a dental license by credentials. With all paperwork in, Dr. Walker
answered several questions from the Board. A motion was made and seconded
to grant an Arkansas dental license to Dr. Walker. The motion died for lack of a
majority vote and the Hearing was concluded.

A Hearing was held for Nora Breedlove, RDH, who appeared in response to an
Emergency Order of Suspension and Notice of Hearing for fraudulently
obtaining scheduled medication from various pharmacies illegally, and without
authority. A motion was made and seconded to find Ms. Breedlove in violation
of the Dental Practice Act and to revoke her Arkansas dental hygiene license
with the revocation stayed for five years as long as she complies with the
following:

e Ms. Breedlove will enter a contract for monitoring and rehabilitation with
the Arkansas Medical Foundation for five years and will comply with the
terms of that confract.

e Ms. Breedlove acknowledges that the terms of her contract for monitoring
and rehabillitation with the Arkansas Medical Foundation are conditions of
stay of her Order.

e She will authorize the Arkansas Medical Foundation to provide the Board
ongoing proof of her compliance or failure to comply with the terms of
her contract for rehabilitation and monitoring for five years.

e She will attend such meetings of the Board as required for a period of five
years.

e Ms. Breedlove will pay to the Board the cost of the investigation and
Hearing in the amount of $164.36 within one year from the date of her
Order.

e Upon Ms. Breedlove complying with the conditions of stay for five years
her license will become unencumbered. Upon the Board finding that she
has failed to comply with the conditions of stay of her Order, her license to
practice dental hygiene in the State of Arkansas will be revoked.

The motion passed and the Hearing was concluded.
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Jan Blancett, RDH gave the Rules and Regulations Committee report. She
reported that Drs. Robert Jolly, Sr., E. Wayne Looney and Warren Whitis will
attend the DOCS course in August. The committee will not revisit the discussion
on Article Xl until the dentists attend the course and until the ADA House of
Delegates meets in September. The discussion on dispensing prescription
medications by dentists will be revisited at the committee’s September 13t
meeting. Also, Dr. Tony Feck, a DOCS instructor, was allowed to speak for five
minutes.

In his Attorney’s Report, Mr. Trice reported that the cases involving Drs. Thien
Pham and David Strange, Jr., are on administrative appeal because the Board
gave no findings of fact in the denial of their Arkansas dental licenses. After
some discussion a motion was made and seconded to issue dental licenses to
Dr. Pham, Strange and Paul Walker. Drs. Isbell and Muncy each gave his
reasons why the applications were previously denied; the motion passed.

A motion was made and seconded to approve the following Board meeting
dates:

The motion passed.

In her Board office update, Ms. Cobb provided the Board with the latest
financial reports and asked for questions. With no questions, she then asked for
a showing of hands of the Board members who were going to aftend the AADE
meeting in San Francisco. Drs. Looney, Isbell, Walker and Jolly agreed to attend.
Ms. Cobb also reported that the Board office was still in search of an
administrative assistant.

Dr. Marc Muncy gave the Complaint Committee Report. The Committee met
the previous evening and reviewed nineteen complaints. Eleven complaints
were found to have no apparent violation. Six complaints will receive letters.
One complaint was tabled for further investigation. The Committee
recommended that charges be voted against Dr. Letitia Ballance for failure to
disclose board action in another state on her 2006-2007 renewal form. A motion
was made and seconded to accept the committee’s recommendation; the
motion passed. The next Complaint Committee meeting is scheduled for
September 13, 2007, at 6 pm.
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In continuance of his Attorney’s Report, Mr. Trice discussed Dr. Bradley
Slaughter’s explanation to his letter concerning Dr. Slaughter’s requested
fictitious name, “Arkansas School of Dental Assisting”. Mr. Trice advised that the
Board doesn’t address the fictitious names of businesses and schools. A motion
was made and seconded to deny the name; the motion passed.

A Hearing was held for Dr. Kurt Solera, who appeared with his attorney, Mr.
Chaney Taylor, concerning his requested fictitious name, “Solera Dental Spa”.
After much discussion and questioning, the following motions were made and
seconded:

e To find Dr. Solera in violation of the Dental Practice Act for using an

unapproved fictitious name.

e That “Solera Dental Spa” is a fictitious name.

e To grant Dr. Solera’s requested fictitious name.
The motions passed and the Hearing was concluded.

In his SRTA report, Dr. Looney reported that the SRTA Annual Meeting will be held
August 11-12, 2007 in New Orleans, Louisiana. Also, Drs. Looney and Isbell will
attend the Western Regional Dental Deans and Examiners meeting in Santa
Rosa, California.

Ms. Barbara Fletcher reported the minutes of the Oral Health Coalition meetings
were in the Board packets for review.
