MINUTES OF THE MEETING
March 2, 2007

On the 2nd of March 2007, Dr. Thomas M. Isbell, President, called the meeting of
the Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners to order. The following members
were present:

Executive Director Donna Cobb and Attorney William Trice were also present.

The meeting began with a Public Hearing on Arficle XV (Infection Conftrol). With
no one speaking for or against the proposed changes, a motion was made and
seconded to adopt the Arficle; the motion passed and the Public Hearing was
concluded.

Dr. Isbell requested a motion for approval of the Minutes from January 12, 2007.
With no changes, a motion was made and seconded to accept the Minutes.
The motion passed.

Denise Wolff appeared before the Board for an Arkansas dental hygiene license
by credentials. A motion was made and seconded to issue a dental hygiene
license to Ms. Wolff pending receipt of her Arkansas Jurisprudence examination
by the Board office and successful passage of the exam. The motion passed.

Cami Smith appeared before the Board for an Arkansas dental hygiene license
by credentials. After some discussion, a motion was made and seconded to
issue a dental hygiene license to Ms. Smith, pending receipt of her Washington
license verification and a contract with the Arkansas Medical Foundation by the
Board office. The motion passed.

Drs. Thien Pham and Tu Tran each appeared before the Board for an Arkansas
dental license by examination. After some discussion, a motion was made and
seconded to grant Dr. Pham a license. With 4 Board members voting in favor of
granting him a license and 4 Board members voting against granting him a
license, the Board President broke the fie and voted against granting a license
to Dr. Pham. After additional discussion, a motion was made and seconded to
table Dr. Tran’s application unftil the Board office receives a copy of his dental
school diploma and New York license verification.

David M. Strange, Jr., DDS appeared before the Board for an Arkansas dental
license by credentials. After some discussion, a motion was made to grant him
a dental license, but the motion died for lack of a second.

Next, James Alexander, a sales representative with KAVO, gave a
DIAGNOdent® presentation. The Board wanted to know about wave lengths,
what wave lengths can cause damage and if a DIAGNOdent® could cause
damage. Mr. Alexander stated that the DIAGNOdent® was a class one laser
(same as a laser pointer) and the wave length could not be increased.
Therefore, the DIAGNOdent® had no potential for damage. Mr. Alexander
agreed to provide additional information to the Board at a later date.

Per Board Orders, the following persons appeared before the Board to give an
update on their progress:
Andy Allen Cobb, D.D.S.
Dr. Cobb reported compliance and that his wife was still not
working in his office. Dr. Cobb has also been sending the Board
office duplicates of his prescriptions. Since Dr. Cobb’s Order ends
March 17, 2007, this was his last appearance before the Board for
that matter. The Board wished him well.
Rebecca Shayne Conine, D.D.S.
The Board met with Dr. Conine in Executive Session. A motion was
made and seconded to allow Dr. Conine to appear twice a year;
the motion passed. She will meet with the Board again in
September.
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John Hargett, D.D.S., Deana Priest, R.D.H., Ann Slaughter Smith, D.D.S.,
and Wiliam Jarrod Stewart, D.D.S., each met with the Board. Each
reported that he/she is doing well and remains in compliance with his/her
Order and Medical Foundation contract. A motfion was made and
seconded to allow Dr. Hargett to appear twice a year; the motion
passed and he will meet again with the Board in September. Ms. Priest
and Dr. Smith will meet again with the Board in May. A motion was made
and seconded to allow Dr. Stewart to appear twice a year; the motion
passed and he will meet again with the Board in September.

The following provisional licensees appeared before the Board to give an
update on their progress:
Dr. Lilliam Prado (with her sponsor Dr. Brian Runsick)
Former sponsor, Dr. James Moore, Jr., appeared before the Board
to answer questions as to why he dissolved his contract with Dr.
Prado. Dr. Runsick reported that Dr. Prado is doing well under his
supervision. She will meet again with the Board in May.
Dr. Alejandra Taveras (with her sponsor Dr. Brian Runsick)
Dr. Runsick reported that Dr. Taveras is doing well at his clinic,
Pershing Dental Clinic. Since she has completed the provisional
licensure program, a motion was made and seconded to make her
dental license unencumbered on March 17, 2007; the motion
passed and the Board wished her well.
Dr. Patricia Zarruk (with her sponsor Dr. Bevans)
Dr. Bevans reported that Dr. Zarruk was doing very well and a
benefit to the practice. Dr. Zarruk will revisit the Board in May.

The Board discussed a letter from Dr. Dania Tamimi who wanted to know if she
needed an Arkansas dental license to provide teleradiology services for
Arkansas dentists. The Board instructed Ms. Cobb to send a letter to Dr. Tamimi
to ask the following questions:

What degree does she have?

In which states does she hold a license?

What dentfists are using her services?

What clinical exam(s) has she taken?

In his Aftorney’s Report, Mr. Trice reported that the budget bill has been
enacted, the bill that allows the Board to discipline based on a disciplinary
Order from another state has passed, and he gave an update on the progress
of the proposed bills concerning dispensing. The Board also instructed Mr. Trice
to draft a response to a letter sent to all Arkansas dentists from the DOCS (Dental
Organization for Conscious Sedation) organization, stating that the Board did
not pre-approve or pre-sanction the DOCS course.
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In her Board office update, Ms. Cobb informed the Board of the financial reports
in their packets for review. Also, a motion was made and seconded o increase
the reimbursement for the Board members’ lodging from $80 to $%0.

Dr. Marc Muncy gave the Complaint Committee Report. The Committee met
the previous evening and reviewed seven complaints. Five complaints were
found to have no apparent violation. One was tabled for further investigation
and/or information. The Committee recommended that charges be voted
against Dr. G. Clifford Hays for poor record-keeping and overprescribing. The
next Complaint Committee meeting is scheduled for May 10, 2007, at 6 pm.

Jan Blancett gave the Rules and Regulations Committee Report. She reported
that the Committee will update Article VIl to include the specialty “oral and
maxillofacial radiology”. After some discussion, a motion was made and
seconded to make it Board policy that auxiliaries can use class | lasers; the
motion passed.

In his SRTA report, Dr. Looney reported that the SRTA Board of Directors met and
voted not to renew Executive Director, Laura Slaughter’'s contract. Ms. Kathleen
White was hamed acting director by unanimous vote.

Ms. Barbara Fletcher reported the minutes of the January 23, 2007 Oral Health
Coadlition meeting were in the Board packets for review and that she had
attended a meeting concerning fluoride in Heber Springs.

The Board instructed Ms. Cobb to send a
letter to Dr. Gould stating that general or family dentistry must appear on all
websites where services are rendered and to refund his fictitious name
application fees.

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Lastly, the Board discussed a letter from Susan A. Johnston, R.D.H. In her letter,
Ms. Johnston requested that her local anesthesia permit reflect that she can
administer local anesthesia under direct supervision, without completing the
fifteen required PSA injections. The Board responded that she must comply with
the Rules and Regulatfions of the Board which state that she is required to
administer fifteen PSA injections under the operative supervision of a dentist
before her permit can reflect that she can administer under direct supervision.

business, the meeting was adjourned.
