From the pleadings, evidence
introduced, testimony of the witnesses, admission of the parties, and argument of counsel, the
Board finds that:

Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. is a licensed dentist in the State of Arkansas under the
provisions of the Dental Practice Act.
II
From the evidence introduced and from the admission of Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S.,
it is found that she was addictec_l-tp narcotic substances from at least 1990 through 1994,
HI
From the evidence introduced and from the admission of Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S.,
it is found that Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. prescribed narcotic substances for patients for non-
dental reasons and then divided said narcotic substance with the patient, more specifically,

patient, L.C.



v

From the evidence introduced and from the admission of Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S.,
it is found that Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. wrote prescriptions for various individuals who
never received the prescriptions and that she diverted the narcotic substances for her own use
and benefit.

\Y

From the evidence introduced and from the admission of Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S.,
it is found that she prescribed and over-prescribed narcotic medication for patients for non-dental
reasons, leading to their harm and detriment.

VIL

From the evidence introduced and from the admission of Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S.,
it is found that Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S, failed to maintain adequate inventories and
documentation for the administration, dispensing, and possession of narcotic substances, more
specifically, 21 CFR 1304.13 involving the two-year biennial inventory and Regulation of the
Health Department, Section 6 concerning inventory of the narcotic and controlled substances.

WHEREFORE, IT IS CONSIDERED, ORDERED, AND ADJUDGED THAT:

1. Anita L. Aebers_old, D.D.S. has violated the Dental Practice Act, more
specifically, Ark. Code Ann. § 17-82-316(c), that is, she has exhibited an addiction to narcotic
substances.

2, Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. has violated the Dental Practice Act, more
specifically, Ark. Code Ann. § 17-82-316(c), that is, she has committed a criminal operation by

the diversion of narcotic substances and controlled drugs for herself.



3. Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. has violated the Dental Practice Act, more
specifically, Ark. Code Ann. § 17-82-316(c), that is, she has committed a criminal operation by
the diversion of narcotic substances and controlled drugs for patient, L..C,

4, Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. has violated the Dental Practice Act, more
specifically, Ark. Code Ann. § 17-82-316(c), that is, she has committed a criminal operation by
the diversion of narcotic substances and controlled drugs for other patients.

5. Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. has violated the Dental Practice Act, more
specifically, Ark. Code Ann. § 17-82-316(c), in that she has failed to maintain safeguards for
her patients by over-prescribing medications for them in the form of narcotic or controlled
substances for non-dental reasons.

6. Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. has violated the Dental Practice Act, more
specifically, Ark. Code Ann. § 17-82-316(f), in that she has violated rules or regulations of the
State Board of Dental Examiners, more specifically, Article X(M) in that she has violated any
provisions of law regulating the dispensing and administration of narcotics, more specifically,
the diversion of narcotics to patient, L.C.

7. Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. has violated the Dental Practice Act, more
spéciﬁcally, Ark. Code Ann. § 127—82-316(f), in that she has violated rules or regulations of the
State Board of Dental Examiners, more specifically, Article X(M) in that she has violated any
provisions of law regulating the dispensing and administration of narcotics, more specifically,
the diversion of narcotics to other patients,

8. As a result of the above violations of the Dental Practice Act, the Board levies

a fine in the amount of $750 to be paid within sixty (60) days from the date of this Order.
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9. As a result of the above violations of the Dental Practice Act, the Board suspends
the license to practice dentistry in the State of Arkansas of Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. until
such time as she submits to psychological evaluation and testing and the Board receives a report
that she is mentally competent and stable to return to the practice of dentistry.

10.  As a result of each of the above violations of the Dental Practice Act, the license
to practice dentistry in the State of Arkansas of Anita L. Aebersold, D.D.S. is placed on
probation for a period of eighteen (18) months for each of the seven counts stated above, in
Paragraphs 1 through 7, with the following conditions of probation:

a. That she comply with the Rules and Regulations and Statutes of the Arkansas

State Board of Dental Examiners.
b. That she undergo psychological testing and counseling and that reports be

forwarded to the Board by the psychologist/psychiatrist during the probationary

period.

c. That she enter inlo a contract with the Caring Dentist Commiltee as attached to
this exhibit and that she comply with the terms of said contract and that she have
the Caring Dentist Committee report any discrepancies to the Board immediately
as well as giving quarterly reports to the Arkansas State Board of Dental
Examiners. L

d. That she remove all schedule narcotics from her office and not retain nor dispense
any in her practice while in her clinic,

€. That she surrender her DEA certificate to the Arkansas State Board of Dental

Examiners for a period of eighteen (18) months and that she not utilize it nor



prescribe controlled substances during said eighteen (18) month period.

f. That she and the Caring Dentist Committee report to the Board at each meeting
pending further Orders of the Board.

2. That she submit to random urinalysis testing for drugs as may be ordered by the
Board.

h. That she pay the monetary fine stated above of $750 within sixty (60) days from
the date of this Order.

Byrum Hurst, Jr. From
the statement of the parties, and agreement of the parties, the
Board finds that:

1. D. ROSS ATKINSON, D.D.S. is a licensed dentist in the
State of Arkansas under the provisions of the Dental Practice
Act.

2. D. ROSS ATKINSON, D.D.S. has stated that he has
maintained accurate records of dispensing controlled substances,
but was unaware of the need to maintain records of medication
drugs received in his office. Therefore, he has not complied
fully and completely with the reguirements of the D.E.A.

3. D. ROSS ATKINSON, D.D.S. has stated that Ppproximately
three (3) years ago he abused the medication Be;}odiazipam while
treating an emotional problem. At that time,/ye sought
assistance and professional counseling for/;éid problem.

4., D. ROSS ATKINSON, D.D.S. has coéperated fully, and has
been truthful with the Arkansas State Board of bDental Examiners

in all aspects of this matter.
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5. D. ROSS ATKINSON, D.D.S. together with his attorney, Q.
Byrum Hurst, Jr., has made the following offer to the Arkansas
State Board of Dental Examiners:

{a) The Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners
will not bring charges against D. ROSS
ATKINSON, D.D.S. for DEA record keeping
violations, and any alleged substance abuse
viclations.

{b) That D. ROSS ATKINSON, D.D.S. will provide to
the Board ongoing urinalysis report monthly
for six (6) months, and that said urinalysis
testing will test for controlled substances
and Nubaine and Stadol.

(¢) That D. ROSS ATKINSON, D.D.S will make his
controlled substance records available for
inspection and review for a period of six
(6) months from the date of this Order.

6. The Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners accepts the
offers as stated in Paragraph "5" above.

WHEREFORE, IT IS CONSIDERED, ORDERED AND ADJUDGED that the
parties have reached an informal disposition of this matter by

settlement and adopts said agreement as its Order, all pursuant
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to the Administrative Procedure Act and Arkansas Code Annotated
Section 25-15-208(b).

On this 22nd day of January, 1999, comes on for hearing the matter of D. Ross Atkinson,
D.D.S. The Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners appeared together by a quorum of its
membership, together with its attorney, William H. Trice, ITI; and D. Ross Atkinson, D D.S. appeared
together with his attorney, Diane Mackey. From the pleadings, evidence introduced, and agreement
of the parties, the Board finds that:

1. D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. is licensed to practice dentistry in the state of Arkansas
under the provisions of the Dental Practice Act.

2. D, Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. has admitted in testimony that in September of 1997, he
failed to observe personally and record personally the wastage of a bottle of a controlled substance,
all as required by Rule 6 C(d) of the Rules and Regulations of the Arkansas Department of Health
applicable to institutional practitioners and long term facilities for the possession, administration and
distribution of controlled substances.

3. D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. has admitted in testimony that he obtained controlled
substances for utilization in his practice, and failed to maintain and keep accurate two year inventories
of the controlled substances, all as requirgd by Rule 6(d) of the Arkansas Department of Health.

4, D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. has admitted in testimony that as of February, 1998, an
audit of the controlled substances and records was conducted and approximately 23ml of Meperidine

and 18.55ml of Versed, both controlled substances, were missing and unaccounted for.



5. D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. has admitted in testimony that he obtained medication for
weight loss for'}ﬁs own use and benefit, that the same was obtained and taken nof in the furtherance
of the practice of dentistry.

6. D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S., did not deny that on previous occasions he had prescribed
antibiotic medication for either employees or family members of employees, and the same was not
done in furtherance of the practice of dentistry.

6. D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. stated in testimony that he has changed the method of
administering IV solutions and utilization of solution sets and syringes in his practice to insure that
sanitation and safety standards are met by conventional methods and that the items are not reused.

7. D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. stated in testimony that he- has revised the receipt, storage,
dispensing and record accounting of controlled substances utilized in his practice.

8. At the close of the testimony of D, Ross Atkinson, D.D.S., D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S.,
by and through his attorney, Diane Mackey, presented an offer to resolve the matters pending before
the Board, pursuant to A.C.A. § 25-15-208(b) of the Administrative Procedure act, as follows:

(2)  D.Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. would submit to voluntary monitoring of his practice for

one year from the date of this Order to include inspection by authorized personnel of the

Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners.

()  D.Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. will continue to comply with the rules of storage, inventory

and accounting of controlled substances in his practice.

(¢)  D.Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. will continue to adhere to sanitation and safety standards

in the use of syringes and IV solution sets, disposing of syringes and IV sets after each

patient,



(d)  D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. will show proof of completion of continuing education

courses:;'elating to IV procedures and controlled substance record keeping to the Arkansas

State Board of Dental Examiners.

(e) D.Ross Atkinson, D.D.S, will pay to the Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners

$2,300.00 to reimburse the Board for its out of pocket costs for the investigation and hearing.

(f)  D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S, will reimburse the Arkansas State Board of Dental

Examiners their out of pocket expenses not to exceed a total amount of $1,000.00 to cover

the costs of inspection during the one year monitoring period.

(8) The Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners would dismiss these proceedings.

WHEREFORE, it is CONSIDERED, ORDERED and ADJUDGED, that the Arkansas State
Board of Dental Examiners accepts the offer presented by D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. as a resolution
of the matters pending before the Board, pursuant to A.C.A. § 25-15-208(b) of the Administrative
Procedure Act.

From the pleadings, testimony of the witnesses,
evidence introduced and argument of counsel the' Board finds that:

1)  D.Ross Atkinson is licensed to practice dentistry in the State of Arkansas pursuant
to the provisions of the Dental Practice Act.

2)  D.Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. upon his request and application, has been issued a
speciality license by the Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners to practice the speciality of
Periodontics as of 1982,

3)  D.Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. has admitted in testimony that on or about the 20th of
July 2000 he extracted four impacted molar teeth, more specifically tooth numbers 1, 16, 32 and
17 from a patient identified as T.B.

4)  A.C.A.§17-82-305(g)(2)(3) provides that any member granted a speciality license
must limit his or her practice to the speciality to which he or she is licensed except in an
emergency situation.

5)  A.C.A §17-82-316(c)(6) provides that a licensee may be disciplined if he violates
the rules and regulations of the Board.

6)  Article XTI of the rules and regulations of the Arkansas State Board of Dental
Examiners provides that a licensee that has been issued a speciality license must limit his practice
to that speciality.

7)  The definition of periodontics as given by the American Dental Association is as
follows: “That speciality of dentistry which encompasses the prevention, diagnosis and treatment
of diseases of the supporting and surrounding tissues of the teeth or their substitutes and the
maintenance of the health, function and aesthetics of these structures and tissues.

8)  From the testimony of D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S,, Dr. Joan Schmidt, Dr. Don



Callen, and Dr. John Svendson, all specialists in periodontics, the Board finds that the speciality of
periodontics permits the extraction of teeth if the teeth are periodontically involved.

9)  The Board finds that from examining the testimony and examining the x-rays of the
patient T_B. that the teeth identified, 1, 16, 32 and 17 of the patient identified as T.B. were not
periodontically involved, more specifically they had sustained no bone loss, they were not mobile,
and they had not been exposed to the oral cavity.

10) The extraction of teeth 1, 16, 32 and 17 of a patient identified as T.B. by D. Ross
Atkinson on the 20th of July 2000 was outside the speciality field of periodontics.

‘WHEREFORE, it is CONSIDERED, CRDERED, and ADJUDGED that:

i.) D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. has violated the Dental Practice Act more specifically
A.C.A. § 17-82-305(g)(2) that is he performed services on a patient T.B. that is the extraction of
the wisdom teeth as stated hereinabove, when said procedure was outside his specialty area of
periodontics.

2)  D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. violated the Dental Practice Act more specifically
A.C.A. § 17-82-316(c)(6) that is that he violated a rule and regulation of the Board, more
specifically Article XII in that he performed dental procedures on a patient identified as T.B. that
is the extraction of teeth number 1, 16, 32 and 17 when said procedure was outside the field of his
license specialty of periodontics.

3)  Asaresult of the above violations of the Dental Practice Act and the rules and
regulations of the Board, the Board imposes the following sanctions on D. Ross Atkinson,
DD.S.

a) . D.Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. will pay to the Board a fine in the amount of $1000.00

by the 30th of June 2003,
b) D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. will pay to the Board the sum of $854.00 to reimburse
the Board its costs of the investigation and hearing by the 30th of June 2003.
c) The license of D. Ross Atkinson, D.D.S. will be placed on probation for a period
of 18 months and he will serve under the following conditions of probation:

From all matters presented and argument of counsel, the Board makes the following Findings of Fact,
Conclusions of Law, and Order.

FINDINGS OF FACT

(1)  The respondent, Ernest O. Ballard, is licensed by the Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners
to practice dentistry in the State of Arkansas, his primary office being located in El Dorado, Arkansas.

(2) That since at least August, 1978, the respondent has allowed dental assistants, including Cindy
Weaver, to administer nitrous oxide, cement bridges and crowns, and carve fillings,

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

That the above-enumerated acts are in violation of Ark. Stat. Ann. §72-560(7) (Supp. 1977).

ORDER
WHEREFORE, it is by the Board ordered that Eamest O. Ballard’s license to practice dentistry in the State of
Arkansas is hereby suspended for a period of thirty (30) days beginning on November 3, 1979. The period of

suspension is to expire on December 3, 1979.



Further, it is ordered that Ernest O. Ballard is on probation with the Arkansas State Board of Dental
Examiners for a period of twelve (12) months beginning November 3, 1979, during which time the Board may

review his activities by visiting his office without notice.

Stat. §72-543 defines the practice of dentigtry
to include the examination, diagnosis, treatment, repair, pre-
scription and/or surgery of or for any disease, disorder,
difficiency, deformity, condition, lesion, injury or pain of the
human oral cavity, teeth, gingivae, and soft tissues, and the
diagnosis, the surgical adjunctive treatment of the diseases,
injuries, and defects of the human jaws and associated
structures, and shall also include the sale or offer for sale
those articles or services of dentistry enumerated in Ark. Stat.
§72-545.

4. By authority of Ark., Stat. §72-543, the Board by rule
or regulation is to prescribe those acts and services, procedures
and practices that may be performed by a dental hygienist and
dental assistant at the direction and under the direct super-
vigion of a. licensed dentist and shall impose such requirements

and restrictions on the performance thereof by such dental
hygienist and dental assistant as it shall deem proper and
necessary to protect and promote the public health and welfare of

the citizens of the State.



5. Melissa Rollins was a dental assistant employed by Dr.
gam L. Beavers on the 26th of January, 1987, the %th of February,
1987, and from October of 1985 through 20 February, 1987,

6. Melissa Rollins does not hold the license to practice

dentistry, a license to practice dental hygiene, or a permit to
perForm the expanded duties of a dental assistance;

7. Melissa Rollins on the 26th of January, 1987, rendered
treatment to one Shannon Hotary, more specifically, the camenting
of brackets on her bottom teeth for braces.

§. The cementing of brackets for braces is not a pre-
scribed duty permitted to be performed by a dental assistant in
the Rules and Regulations of the Arkansas State Board of Denal
Examiners.

9. On the 9th of February, 1987, Melissa Rollins rendex-
ed treatment to one Shannon Hotary, more specifically, the
stripping of.the bottom teesth of Shannon Hotary.

10. The stripping of teeth is not a prescribed function
permitted to be performed by a dental assistant in the Rules énd
Regulations of the Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners.

11. On the 26th of January, 1987, Melissa Rollins render-
ed treatment to one Lisa Maddox, more specifically, the removal
of a temporary crown and the cementing of a permanent crown.

12. The cementing of a permanent crown is not a function
that a dental assistant may perform as stated in the Rules and
Regulations of the Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners.

13. From October, 1985Jthrnugh the 20th of February, 1987,
Melissa Rollins upon occasion cemented brackets to the teeth of
Dana Hearn.

14. 7In October of 1985 Melissa Rollins removed a temporary
crown of Ron Hearn and cemented on a permanent crowh.

15. Melissa Rollins was under the contrel or supervision
of Dr. Sam L. Beavers at all times refexred to hereinabove.

16. Shannon Hotary, Dana Hearn and Ron Hearn were patients
of Sam L. Beavers at the time indicated hereinabove. o

17. Sam L. Beavers is in violation of Ark. Stat. §72-560

{7); that is, he permitted an unlicensed person, more specifi-



secally, Melissa Rollins, who is undex his supervision or control
. }f to perform an act which is considered the practice of dentistry

as defined.by Ark, Stat. §72-543.

WHEREFORE, IT IS, CONSIDERED, ORDERED AWD ADJUDGED THAT:

1. The Board dismisses Count II of the Order and Notice
of Hearing. ) '

2, The license of Sam L. Beavers to practice dentistry in
the State of Arkansas is suspended for a pericd of three (3)

months, effective the lst of May, 1987.

3. At the end of said three (3) months suspension Sam L.
Beavers may apply to have his license reinstated upon giving
satisfactory assurance of future correct conduct and the payment
of $50.00 reinstatement fee as required by Ark. Stat. 572-560.

4, Bt the conclusion of the three (31) months suspension
of the license to practice dentistry, Sam L. Beavers will be
placed on probation with the Arkansas State Board of Dental
Examiners for eighteen (18) months., During said period of
probation his practice will be monitored és to future correéﬁ;
conduct and he will be subject to on site inapection by the
Board. ‘

5. Sam L., Beavers will pay a fine in the amount of ‘
$1,000.00 to the Arkansas State Board of Dental Examiners by the
end of his L8 month probationary period.
